After his military
service, Pete returned to Bethel Park to work at Brookside
Lumber Company, his family’s business. Prior to his
retirement in 2020, at the age of 99, he served as President,
and Chairman of the Board of Brookside Lumber Company.
He founded Brookside Sales in 1957 when he purchased a
Wynn Oil Distributorship, and later he became a distributor
for BG Products. Pete sold the distributorship at age 95. He
was a member of the Bethel Presbyterian Church. He was a
charter member of the Bethel Park Community Foundation,
and served on the Planning and Zoning Commission of
Bethel Park, and served three terms as President of the
Bethel Park Kiwanis Club. Pete was an avid golfer and a
member of St. Clair Country Club since 1946. As a
self-proclaimed “golf nut”, Pete made four holes in one,
scoring the last one at age 97. Among many other
achievements, he once played 55 days in a row. After
shooting his age, at 75 he went on to shoot his age or better
