C.A.  continued  working  at  Alcoa  for  25
years until his retirement in 2003.

C.A. loved traveling, driving, technology, and playing chess.
He was an avid reader, and lifelong learner, always reading
about  science,  particularly  computer  science,  space
exploration, astronomy, and science fiction. He was a fan of
both the Star Wars and Star Trek franchises. He was also a
sports enthusiast with a special interest in the Steelers, track
and soccer, in part because his son played these sports. C.A.
was a track official and was head referee for the Bethel Park
Soccer Association.
