She very much enjoyed visiting her friends
and  clients  and  gave  so  generously  to  the  community
through Avon.

Millie retired from NVR Mortgage in 2000 where she was
known  for  facilitating  an  annual  holiday  food  drive.    In
retirement,  she  enjoyed  spending  time  with  her  family,
especially  her  great-grandchildren,  traveling  with  her  son,
and  gardening.  She  was  an  avid  fan  of  her  children’s
activities in the late 70’s and 80’s, whether band, baseball,
basketball, or softball. She continued that dedication in the
2000s,  watching  her  grandchildren  play  numerous  sports
every chance that she got.

Millie served on the board of the Sto-Ken-Rox Boys and
Girls  Club  for  years  and  was  instrumental  in  many
fundraisers  to  support  the  community.  Millie  was  deeply
devoted to her faith and was a parishioner at  Holy Trinity
Parish  for  over  sixty  years.  She  volunteered  for  church
activities  and was a  member  of  the  Ladies  Guild  and the
Ladies of Charity for many years Millie’s family would like to
express their deep appreciation for the loving caregivers and
nurses at AHN Hospice, Right at Home West Pgh.
