Steve’s natural
mechanical ability started with working in transportation in
1950 for J&L Steel (LTV Steel) for 38 years. His appreciation
for  music  was  legendary  and  still  continues  through  his
family. He loved to strum the banjo. He believed in lifelong
learning,  maintained  an  extensive  library,  and  attended
continuing  education  courses  throughout  his  life.
