She earned her Bachelor of Science degree from Mansfield
University, where she joined the Alpha Sigma Tau sorority
and remained a proud member for life. She furthered her
education by attaining a Master's Degree in Special
Education from Duquesne University. Her passion for
teaching led to a fulfilling 35-year career as a Home
Economics teacher, retiring from the Peters Township School
District. In 1991, she held the esteemed position of President
of the Allegheny County chapter of the Pennsylvania Home
Economics Association. Even after retirement, Janice
continued to contribute to education as the President of the
local chapter of Delta Kappa Gamma, an international society
for key women educators, up until the time of her passing.
