Upon  retirement
from the post office he could usually be found at the Maple
Run golf course trying (unsuccessfully) to hit the ball straight
and  watching  his  grandkids  sporting  events  and  Catoctin
High  School  Baseball.  He  was  preceded  in  death  by  his
parents Roger and Maravonda Franklin and his sister Linda
Sparks.  Edgar  is  survived by  his  wife  of  50+ years  Phyllis
Batovich  Franklin;  two  sons  Michael  Franklin  (Kristie)  of
Middletown,  MD and  Andy  Franklin  (Jen)  of  Delray  Beach
Florida;  5  grandchildren Colin,  Carson,  Haylee,  Kaylee and
Kathan;  two sisters  Marion  Hanlon  and  Vonda  Franklin  of
Pittsburgh  and  numerous  nieces  and  nephews.  Military
services  to  be  held  at  a  future  date.
