She
taught German language and Literature in translation, as well
as Women’s Studies at Fairleigh Dickinson University. Dolly
was a voracious reader and a lover of culture. Dolly loved her
family,  but in addition to her husband, the feminist  in her
especially  cherished  her  relationship  with  her  daughters.
