After graduating from the University of Pittsburgh with her
undergraduate degree,  she was asked to start  a women’s
sports program at Duquesne University. At first, she not only
had  to  find  players  but  also  coach  the  various  women’s
teams.  Eventually,  Eileen  became  Duquesne’s  Assistant
Athletic Director and finally, in the mid-80’s, the first Division
1  NCAA  Athletic  Director.  In  her  later  years,  she  proudly
watched  the  progress  made  in  women’s  sports.  She  also
became fascinated  with  genealogy;  producing  genealogies
for family and friends. Eileen’s family will miss her relentless
enthusiasm for all things sports related and her love of life
and  family.
