asphalt wearing course, new
asphalt  wedge  curbs,  other
related  appurtenances,  and
miscellaneous  work  on
Witherow  Road  (Southern
portion) having a total length
of  1,400 feet.  Alternate bids
will  be  received  for  similar
work  on  Witherow  Road
(Northern  portion)  and
Dilworth Road. Proposals and

Prequalification Certificates for
the  work  classifications
contemplated  by  this
project. A Performance Bond
and a Payment Bond in the
amount  of  100% of  the  bid
amount,  and  an  18-month
Maintenance  Bond  in  the
amount  of  100%  of  the
Contract  amount  will  be
required.   Pennsylvania
Prevailing  Minimum  Wage
Rates  Will  Apply.   Bell  Acres
Borough reserves the right to
reject any or all bids either in
whole or in part, to waive any
informalities, and to alter the
scope of work.
