Ethan, Alma, Rosalie and Aiden plus one on the way; a sister
Shirley;  and  numerous  nieces  and  nephews,  all  of  whom
were  charter  members  of  his  Captain  Weirdo  Club.  He  is
preceded in death by his mother Rosalie; and father Oggie;
