He then served as a
partner  for  over  30  years  in  environmental  law  at  major
global law firms including from 2004 to 2014 as Chairman
and Federal Commissioner for the Ohio River Valley Water
Sanitation Commission, a presidentially appointed position.
He has also been a Pittsburgh civic leader, volunteering his
time to  support  the U.S.  Attorney’s  Office National  Heroin
Task Force and leading a successful effort to bring the 2005
