Homewood native, who died in 2005.
They  settled  in  Scott  Township  where  they  raised  five

children and were active in their community and Our Lady of
Grace Catholic Church.

Mary  Helen  left  her  job  to  start  her  family  and  later
returned to work at AT&T as an international operator until
she retired in 1989.

Well into her 90s, Mary Helen traveled for vacations and
family celebrations; was a loyal and enthusiastic attendee at
her grandchildren’s activities; and a well-known supporter of
the Chartiers Valley High School basketball community.

She  volunteered  at  her  parish  church,  with  Meals  on
Wheels, and was a member of the Ladies Ancient Order of
Hibernians Division 32.

Through  the  decades,  Mary  Helen  remained  close  and
connected  with  her  extended family  and  a  wide  circle  of
friends cultivated through her work,  church, neighborhood
and activities.

In addition to her husband, she was preceded in death by
her oldest son, John Francis Gannon, Jr. in 2018. Survivors
