Jack  McNichol  passed  on

Spending the last 25 years of their lives in the borough of Mt.

Mostly  though,
was an avid reader and lover of books, particularly about US
history.  He  possessed  an  encyclopedic  knowledge  of  the
American Revolution, the Civil War and World Wars I & II. He
will be dearly missed by his children Dan (Roseann) McNichol
and Allison (Huw) Carey as well  as his grandchildren Ryan
McNichol,  Timothy  (Kirsten)  McNichol,  Meaghan McNichol,
Lauren  Carey,  Amelia  Carey,  his  great-grandson  Jack
McNichol, his brother Dan McNichol, his cousins, his nieces
and  nephews  and  his  many  friends  and  neighbors  in  Mt.
