Returning home, Ed rejoined Westinghouse and continued
to demonstrate his skills and dedication, retiring in 1985 as a
Manufacturing Engineer after a Ionﬁ and successful career.
His work ethic was mirrored in his commitment to his
community, where he served as a volunteer member of the
Forest Hills Auxiliary Police, was a 'charter' member of St.
Maurice Parish and was a member of the V.F.W.

Ed's passion for sports was undeniable. On the golf
course, he achieved a remarkable feat with two holes-in-one
and played on some of the most prestigious courses in the
world, including Pebble Beach, Oakmont, and St. Andrews in
Scotland. As a bowler, he was equally skilled, rolling two
'300° games and winning a Westinghouse League
Championship. His love for sports extended to being an
ardent fan of the Pittsburgh pro sports teams and the
University of Pittsburgh teams.
