He  also  taught  orchestra  and  band  at
Chatham  University  for  25  years  in  the  summer  months
teaching strings, brass, winds, and percussion.

He  enjoyed  golfing,  attending  the  Pittsburgh
Symphony Orchestra and Pops concerts, and was also active
in his church, St. Pius X Byzantine Catholic Church were he
was part of the fundraising team involved in making/selling
their famous homemade pierogis.
