Carole was a quintessential “swimming mom” with all six
children competing in the sport.  She made trips to the pool
several times a day for years to drop off one child and pick
up two more.    She gave back to the sport  that meant so
much to her children by serving on the board of their swim
club  and  volunteering  as  its  Meet  Director  for  years.  She
eventually became an official and worked the deck at swim
meets for decades at both the club and high school levels.
