As  a  percussionist  and
timpanist  of  the  McKeesport
Symphony  Orchestra,  Ron
was  also  the  owner  of

Carlisle  Percussion  Products,  which  hand-crafted  timpani
sticks and other percussion accoutrements.

He  was  preceded  in  death  by  his  mother,  Florence  I.
Carlisle; and father, Clarke M. Carlisle.

Ron leaves behind dear friends, a legacy of his passionate
knowledge of history and archeology, and a love of animals.
