He  furthered  his  career  in  player
scouting  and  evaluation  with  the  Pittsburgh  Steelers  and
BLESTO  before  joining  the  Miami  Dolphins  as  Director  of
Player Personnel under Don Shula. His contributions helped
the Dolphins reach two Super Bowls during his tenure. Later,
he  joined  the  Atlanta  Falcons  as  Director  of  Player
Personnel/Pro,  helping  shape  the  team's  roster  and
contributing to a Super Bowl appearance in 1999.

Chuck cherished his time with family and friends, forging
connections  that  spanned  decades.  His  warmth  and
authenticity left a lasting impression on all who knew him. In
retirement,  Chuck  found  fulfillment  in  life's  simpler
pleasures, such as traveling with family and longtime friends,
working in the yard, and being outdoors. Spending time with
his grandchildren brought him endless pride and joy, and he
treasured every moment shared with them.

Chuck  is  survived  by  his  wife  of  65  years,  Dorothy;  his
children,  Chuck,  Michael  (Nina),  Karen  (Randy),  and  Scott
