Cyril  “Cy”  Fox,  88,  of

Edgewood, passed peacefully
in  his  sleep  in  Shadyside
Hospital on Friday, March 14,
2025, after a brief illness. He
was  born  on  February  18,
1937, to Josephine (Clark) Fox
and Cyril A. Fox of Pittsburgh.

Cy is  survived by his wife,
